Land disputes and few resources
was on the daily agenda of this tireless worker, now Francois wishes to return to Burundi with his
family but needs a place to stay since his original home was sacked and burned as he ran to safet
with many thousands of his people from the trauma of genocide and prolonged war. With your help
we can now place this man and his family securely in the centre of the theatre of service where he
needs to be to best serve his people.

is in ruins, together we can help him to rebuild and re-establish his family and mission in life.

Now that the refugees are
beginning to return to Burundi from Refugee camps in Democratic
republic of Congo, Tanzania and Uganda, where Francois has found
ingenious ways of supporting them and has visited and stayed with
them over the long years of languishing in a foreign country in horri-
ble living conditions, it is time for him to deal with the issues of
resettlement and reconciliation.
